Here are a few navigation tips to help you get around the site with ease: 
1. The navigation bar under the SAPDC banner uses tabs with drop down menus for further details of contents found in each tab. For example: the About Us tab drops down to SAPDC – Who We Are, What’s New, Annual Report, and Links.
2. The Learning Opportunities tab lists our Programs under 5 categories.  You may find a Learning Opportunity by looking for it chronologically, by theme or topic or by presenter.  If an upcoming learning opportunity will be delivered by a webinar, click on that section. Lastly, there is a link to archived events of learning opportunities.  Some of these will be found at www.arpdc.ab.ca, but others may also appear during the course of the year after the learning opportunity has occurred.

3. Next you will find the Registration tab.  There is a listing of all themes / topics for the 2010-11 school year.  When you click on a theme, a listing of all related learning opportunities of the selected theme / topic will be generated on your registration page.  These will be listed in chronological order.  You may have to scroll down the page to see the entire listing.  Fill in the registration information and check off the event(s) for which you are registering.  Hit continue to complete the registration process.

NOTE: if you are registering more than one person for a learning opportunity, be sure to scroll down to the Bulk Registration section under this tab.

4. The E-Learning tab will lead you to many of the learning opportunities using technology mediated or distributed learning tools as well as providing instructions on how to use the technology.  This tab is where you will also find a link to the SAPDC Moodle site – a common place for sharing of information / ideas to support implementation.  See the new Math 10C and 10-3 courses section where SAPDC Math Implementation Support Teachers will be sharing lesson plans, classroom pedagogy and resources etc. As they deliver these new courses.
5. For additional implementation support, resources and/or information check out tabs found down the left side of the Home Page.   There are many documents and / or links to assist you, your school or jurisdiction with successful implementation on your pathway through Professional Development.
